In addition, vendors negotiate in two or three different direction when they are selling.

Collective and dynamic purchasing with four main functions: walking, talking, standing and
watching, has its own procedures.

In the market, walking is usually slow, with movement to the left, right and straight forward, and
usually occurs in short intervals, and the rate of stopping is high when they are shopping.

Buyers and sellers speaking to both sides and face-to-face. Usually speaking is collective. In
addition to the customers' speaking together, the sellers talk to each other.

Customers watch the products on the market from both sides of the market and from the ground up
to the ceiling of the shops.

Buyers are placed on the four sides around the temporary structures, and the rate of their distances
are low when they are standing.

-The accumulation of buyers and sellers networks in the shops' connections.

-The association of the sellers network is formed along with each other in the shop's connections.
-The pattern of placing the networks form along with the shops of the gathering and the focusing
centers (shops).

-The accumulation of buyers and sellers form in the connections of shops in middle axis of the
market.

-Collaborate the division units of the shops with the patterns for gathering, concentrating and
focusing centers

-Collaborate the division units for association of external and internal behaviors of trading
