Consequently, based on the quantitative and qualitative
i evaluation of research strategies and using theoretical foundations, and understanding
i the current situation of the study area, a suitable model of strategic planning of heritage
i tourism is presented.

ONCLUSION: According to the research findings and the strategic planning model
H of heritage tourism in Tehran, the most important factors affecting heritage tourism
i planning in Tehran are laws and regulations, management and planning, and social and
i economic factors, respectively. Each of these main factors is achieved through strategies.
i Obviously, addressing each of these strategies is essential for achieving the desired
planning pattern, and simply paying attention to one without considering the other makes
{it difficult to understand the pattern. Suppose we follow the theoretical and empirical
i hierarchy of research. In that case, having an appropriate model of strategic planning to
i achieve sustainable development of heritage tourism becomes clear. Based on the results,
i the heritage tourism planning process using the following model includes several basic
steps such as determining the factors of executive considerations in the field of laws and
i regulations and planning and management and environmental monitoring of the study
i area in terms of socio-economic effects of tourism on the host society. In this regard, the
¢ main factors of planning have been selected, and executive strategies have been presented
in line with each factor. The first step in this model is to determine the strategies of laws
i and regulations related to historical attractions and then plan and manage them properly
i using the defined strategies and implement these strategies by applying techniques and
! strategies to measure and analyze the social and economic effects of tourism development.
Drawing this pattern determines how heritage tourism can move towards a better future.
i Finally, it can be concluded that Tehran city, due to its many capabilities and attractions,
i valuable historical monuments and political-administrative position, and its capital, can
i become a suitable context for tourists and become a heritage tourism hub of the country
and the region with proper planning.
